Electrical recycling is not very accessible. You 

have to recycle vapes as Waste Electrical and 

Electronic Equipment (WEEE waste) which is only 

available at recycling centres or in some stores.  

Many shops are failing to provide WEEE waste 

bins for consumers.

A product that is disposable and convenient will 

not be easy to persuade people to recycle.



Fire hazard
Angus council tipped out 8 tonnes of 
recycling into a nearby car park 
after a fire started in the bin lorry 
due to a battery being incorrectly 
disposed of, and disposable vapes 
highlighted in their report.

More than 700 fires in bin lorries 
and recycling centres were caused 
by batteries that had been dumped 
into general waste last year in the 
UK.
